
▫ Convert blueprints into shop drawings to be followed in the construction or assembly 

of sheet metal products. 

▫ Determine project requirements, such as scope, assembly sequences, or required 

methods or materials, using blueprints, drawings, or written or verbal instructions. 

▫ Lay out, measure, and mark dimensions and reference lines on material such as 

roofing panels, using calculators, scribes, dividers, squares, or rulers. 

▫ Select gauges or types of sheet metal or nonmetallic material, according to product 

specifications. 
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What Type of Education and/or Training Will I Need? 

Workers in occupations at this level can develop the skills needed for average job 

performance by obtaining a high school diploma/GED and an apprenticeship. 

 

Will I Need a Special License or Certification?
